We hereby submit the manuscript “Urinary tract infection etiology and antimicrobial sensitivity in a Mexican hospital from 2010 to 2015” to the Revista Mexicana de Urología as an original article. We believe this paper provides important insight on the current landscape of urinary tract infection (UTI) etiology and management, drawing attention to the importance of investigating such aspects at the regional level.
UTIs are one of the most commonly-diagnosed infections and impose an important financial burden on healthcare systems worldwide. Part of this is caused by the challenges in antimicrobial treatment selection, as increasing antimicrobial resistances limit therapeutic options against a number of uropathogens. The emergence of multiresistant Enterobacteriaceae that produce extended-spectrum beta-lactamases (ESBLs) is of particular concern. 
We conducted a retrospective cohort study, based on the laboratory data of a large number of urine samples analyzed at the Hospital Regional ISSSTE of Monterrey (Nuevo León, México). Escherichia coli (E. coli)  was the most frequently isolated uropathogen and more than half of the E. coli and Klebsiella pneumoniae isolates presented ESBL production. Overall, the proportion of E. coli and K. pneumoniae isolates sensitive to the tested antimicrobials was low. We think our findings provide additional evidence for the multiple species involved in the etiology of UTIs as well as on the type of antimicrobial sensitivities that can be expected. Furthermore, we alert to the importance of and the potential impact of carrying similar investigations at other healthcare centers across Mexico. Therefore, we consider the Revista Mexicana de Urología as the preferred journal to present our results to the scientific and clinical community.
